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This paper will focus on the presentation and critical appraisal of the Leonardo funded project called ‘EUROVOLT via VLE’ (European vocational online learning and teaching via a virtual learning environment), 
2005 - 2007.
EUROVOLT via VLE has multiple aims in the area of teacher education. It seeks to disseminate examples of good practice from within the project partners who have designed on-line courses in different vocational areas: English for Austrian prison officers; German for Engineers, Scientists and Mathematicians; Bulgarian for tourist office staff to name but a few.

The project further presents examples of best practice from other European projects in the area of vocational on-line learning.

This paper, however, will focus on the 3rd product of the project: An on-line teacher training course presented on the platform ‘Moodle’, which trains experienced tutors from further and higher education in developing on-line vocational language courses themselves on their chosen virtual learning environments. The course has run as a pilot course (October 2006-May 2007) and has attracted 15 participants from 9 countries who were collaborating on-line in order to exchange expertise as well as discuss important pedagogic issues in on-line learning and teaching. 
The paper will highlight how the training course was conceived; how it worked during the pilot as well as its critical evaluation by its participants.  This evaluation will focus on data collected from the ‘trainees’ in an on-line seminar as well as online evaluation questionnaires. 
It will shed light on to on-line collaborative learning and teaching as well as pedagogical issues in distance-learning education. Ultimately, we are seeking to disseminate good practice in the development and delivery of on-line teacher training courses.
