Accessibility is about giving equal access to everyone. However, the variety of disabilities can differ quite a lot i.e. from various forms of visual impairments to speech difficulties or auditory disabilities like deafness and hearing loss or learning disabilities, cognitive limitations, limited movement, photosensitivity and combinations of these.

They have set up guidelines to make web content more accessible to a great majority of users including older users. These guidelines are not able to address the needs of all people with disabilities, though.
